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Articulation with the New York College of Podiatric Medicine

Strong students who have met the requirements outlined in the articulation agreement can simultaneously complete their senior year of undergraduate study and first year of podiatric medicine at the New York College of Podiatric Medicine. MCLA counts credits from the New York College of Podiatric Medicine toward the B,S. in Biology.
This serves to record the understanding between Massachusetts College of Liberal Arts (MCLA) and the New York College of Podiatric Medicine (NYCPM).  We, NYCPM, agree to accept into our first year class those students from MCLA who have completed ninety (90) credits at MCLA

These credits must include the following courses with at least our usual grade expectation in each:

Students must also fulfill the admissions requirements of the New York College of Podiatric Medicine which are:

· A timely and satisfactory formal application

· Three letters of evaluation of an acceptable level of endorsement

· Official MCAT scores at least equal to NYCPM’s current minimum.  




Students can apply for acceptance without official MCAT or other 



Standardized scores if they have a GPA of 3.5 or higher.  



However, the MCAT or an equivalent standardized test needs to be 



Completed during the 1st year at NYCPM.

· A satisfactory evaluation in a personal interview

· In addition, students must have maintained a 3.00 grade point average (on a 4.0 scale) in all of their undergraduate course work.  MCLA agrees to accept, as transfer credits 

MCLA agrees to accept, as transfer credits, those NYCPM courses which comprise part of the first year study of podiatric medicine.  They will, for purposes of conferring a Bachelor’s Degree from MCLA be regarded as semesters 7 and 8 of the fourth year of a science major’s curriculum.
