The goal is to reach a larger public through the
use of historical instruments and practices in
performances, recordings, and workshops, and
through innovative interdisciplinary educational
programs, publications, and electronic media.

Annual Bach Violin Workshop: The Aston Magna at
Brandeis University Summer Music Workshop is a
six-day intensive laboratory for violinists who are
students, serious amateurs, or professionals. The
workshop is led by Daniel Stepner, a master of the
baroque and modern violin, and artistic director of
the Aston Magna Music Festival. Workshop details
are annuallu announced on their website in spring.

Annual Travel Program: As part of Aston Magna’s
ongoing mission to enrich the appreciation of
music of the past, they are offering annual travel
programs that weave together discovery and
education. With authenticity and enrichment as
key goals, carefully curated itineraries provide
participants the opportunity to explore captivating
travel destinations and connect with like-minded
fellow travelers.
